“I used a clumping bamboo, 
a non-invasive type,’’ he said. “I planted 
gardenias to promote the sensory overload 
of fragrance and used lots of heliconias and 
gingers as well as indigenous plants: native 
frangipani, a cotton tree at the front, grevillias 
and gingers around the pool. We created a 
herb garden at the front with Vietnamese 
mint, lemon grass, basil and other herbs.’’
